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Bike Club Grant - Terms & Conditions

· Organisations can only make one application to Bike Club in each 12 month period and repeat funding is not guaranteed.

· Bike Club grants can only be awarded to incorporated organisations including companies, associations or other organisations with a governing document. CTC can help you if your organisation does not currently have a governing document. Contact your Bike Club development officer or CTC who can support and advise.  Bike Club cannot accept applications from private individuals.

· A Bike Club grant is a restricted fund and must be used for the purpose it was given.  

· A Bike Club grant is for your organisation and must not be given or transferred to any third party

· Bike Club reserves the right to reclaim the grant if it has not been spent in accordance with these Terms and Conditions within 12 months of the date of the award.

· Please keep copies of receipts to show how your grant has been spent.

· Any unspent grant must be returned to Bike Club within 30 days following the first anniversary of the date the grant was awarded.

· Bike Club grants can only be awarded to organisations that have the appropriate level of insurance.   You may be asked to provide Bike Club with copies of such insurance policies. CTC can help arrange appropriate insurance for cycling projects and activities

· Your organisation must have an up to date child protection policy and all staff and volunteers involved in the project must be fully aware of the policy. This may be assessed by visits to the site and discussions with staff involved in delivering Bike Club.

· Bike Club may ask to see a copy of relevant policies and procedures e.g. child protection policy, risk assessments etc.

· Your organisation must co-operate with the project evaluators, completing forms as required. You will be required to complete quarterly monitoring forms during the activity/project and for up to 12 months thereafter.  Bike Club reserves the right to reclaim the grant if monitoring and evaluation forms are not completed.

· All promotional and publicity material for your activity must recognise Bike Club through words and branding. This material must be seen and approved by your local Bike Club development officer before being released.

· By accepting this grant you understand and accept that Bike Club may wish to use details of your project in further promotional or publicity material.

· You are responsible for the maintenance and security of any equipment purchased through a Bike Club grant.

· The submission of an application does not guarantee that your application will be successful.

· These Terms and Conditions together with any letter which Bike Club may send to you regarding the awarding of a grant shall together constitute the contract between you and Bike Club (the “Contract”).  The Contract is subject to English law and the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts. 
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
